Through the P.A.C.E. Project, pdirtanced by the INTERREG/CARDBHARE Adriatic New
Neighbourhood Programme, the Agency identified a new way of conceiving teacher professional
development with the aim of promoting intercultural dialogue and peace through education.
During the professional development workshops, secondary school teachers explore new ways of
delivering their programmes. Emphasis is on creating conditions in which the initiative, expertise
and creativity of teachers can flourish.
The workshops are odifferentd since teachers

ing experiences. In this way teachers are not passive subjects of the training activity; they are active
players promoting a new role for teachers.
